
Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem chairs NSPA’s secretariat’s first meeting, stresses to
invest the alliance’s national, regional and international acceptability

Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, head of the National State Powers Alliance, chaired the Alliance’s
