
Sayyid Al-Hakeem: One of the reasons for the current political impasse is the
numerical decline of the powers of moderation and balance

In his meeting with a group of the organizational leaders of Al-Hikma National Movement in

Baghdad on 30/4/2022, Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, head of Al-Hikma National Movement, called for

investing the last days of the blessed month of Ramadan in obedience and getting closer to
