
Sayyid Al-Hakeem calls to have broader relations with region, world through
Iraqi components to achieve Iraqi interest

Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, head of Al-Hikma National Movement, reiterated his position to support

Iraqi  components  and  deals  with  them  as  components  rather  than  minorities  on  Saturday,

18/2/2023. While meeting several representatives of the Iraqi components headed by the head of

the Iraqi Alliance of Faili Kurds, Sheikh Assad Al-Faili, to manage diversity and start through

the Iraqi Components for broader relations with the countries of the region and the world to

achieve Iraqi interest.
