
Sayyid Al-Hakeem: Iraq switched from conflict to perfection and integration

In the generous Basrah, at the guest place of Sayyids Al-Battat, the host of Sayyid Sabah and

Sayyid Aziz Al-Battat on Friday, 5/5/2023, Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, head of Al-Hikma National
