Sayyid Al-Hakeem: Freedom is One of the Most Important Achievements Post-2003
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The Iraqi Journalists Syndicate in Karbala played a significant role during Sayyid Ammar Al-
Hakeem's visit to the province, where H.E. met with several journalists. H.E. emphasized the
importance of media in shaping any project and clarified that the current phase requires
focusing on the positives and the achievements to counter the state of frustration and
pessimism fueled by media agendas attempting to tarnish everything.
