
Sayyid Al-Hakeem Meets MP Ahmed Al-Jubouri, Stresses to Strengthen Stability,
Accelerate Provinces Reconstruction

Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, Head of the National State Powers Alliance, met with Member of

Parliament Ahmed Al-Jubouri (Abu Mazin), Head of the National Masses Party.
