
Sayyid Al-Hakeem Meets Former President Barham Salih, Affirms Stability,
Moderation, National Dialogue

Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, Head of the National State Powers Alliance, met with former President

of the Republic Dr. Barham Salih to discuss recent developments in the political landscape of

Iraq and the region, as well as relations between Baghdad and the Kurdistan Region and upcoming

national entitlements.

His Eminence affirmed that Iraq is witnessing an unprecedented state of political, social,

security, and economic stability, noting that this achievement is the result of the sacrifices

of martyrs and the efforts of political and social leaders from all components.
