
Al-Hakeem Affirms with Kirkuk Governor to Manage Diversity, Empower Local
Governments, Advance Comprehensive Development

His Eminence Sayyid Al-Hakeem, Head of the National State Powers' Alliance, received at his

office the Governor of Kirkuk and Head of the Turkmen Front, Mr. Mohammed Samaan. The meeting

addressed the situation of Kirkuk Governorate and ways to deliver services to this governorate,

which represents a microcosm of Iraq in its diversity and contribution.
