
Sayyid Al-Hakeem: Economic, Financial Challenge Tops Phase's Priorities

His Eminence Sayyid Al-Hakeem, Head of the National State Powers' Alliance, received at his

office this morning the Head of Taqadum Party, Mr. Mohammed Al-Halbousi, during which the two

sides discussed the latest developments of the current situation.

Both sides addressed the file of completing the ministerial cabinet of Mr. Ali Al-Zaidi's
